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	Evaluation Confirms Patient Seen At Hopkins 
Does Not Have Ebola


BALTIMORE, MD (June 1, 2015) –The Baltimore City Health Department reports that clinical evaluation and laboratory tests conducted at Johns Hopkins Hospital have ruled out a diagnosis of Ebola for the patient who was admitted yesterday with a chief complaint of fever and a recent travel history to West Africa.
“I want to commend my team at the Health Department, as well as the medical team at The Johns Hopkins Hospital and our federal and state partners, for working hard to help this patient and ensure the safety of Baltimore,” said Dr. Leana Wen, Baltimore City Health Commissioner. 

“The testing and treatment protocols worked perfectly in this case,” Dr. Wen said.  “The Health Department was in constant communication with the providers, Maryland Department of Health & Mental Hygiene, and the Centers for Disease Control. Under Mayor Stephanie Rawlings-Blake’s strong leadership, the city’s public health system worked exactly as intended.”
The patient is expected to be discharged from the hospital today and poses no risk to the general public.
Under standards established last year by the federal government, travelers returning to the United States from affected countries in West Africa are monitored for any symptoms of disease.
