HOW TO BECOME A PARTICIPANT OF NEEDLE EXCHANGE
The Needle Exchange Program is an HIV and Hepatitis C prevention program that offers intravenous drug users risk reduction education and clean syringes to reduce the spread of HIV/AIDS and other infectious diseases. The program also provides access to drug treatment. To become a participant of the Needle Exchange Program all you need to do is register at any one of our locations. The participant must be an injection drug user. This program is free and confidential. No identification is required for registration. 

	RULES FOR NEEDLE EXCHANGE CLIENTS
	DRUG OVERDOSE PREVENTION AND RESPONSE TRAINING

	· Respect other clients, staff, and the neighborhoods we operate in.

· Never expose needles outside of the van.

· No soliciting of any kind on the van or outside of the van.

· Recap all

Syringes.
· Do not break the points off the syringes.


	· Please do not pass syringes to other clients to exchange on your behalf. 

· Please do not consume alcohol beverages or use any drugs while waiting to be seen.

· Please do not loiter or litter around needle exchange sites. 

· Please do not make any money transactions while in line or around the van waiting to enter the van.

· Please do not bundle or unbundle syringes while on the van
	Do you know how to decrease your chance of overdosing or assist someone who has overdosed? 

If not, you can get training at our overdose response program.
